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GVISAA Scholarship Awards

These Athletic Scholarships are awarded to two grade 12 student athletes who not only excel in GVISAA competition, but also maintain worthy academic standing.  These individuals have demonstrated good citizenship, character, and leadership, making significant impact within their school and community.

· 2 scholarships valued at $1000 each will be provided by the Greater Vancouver Independent School Athletic Association to two successful applicants of a team affiliated with GVISAA Athletics.

· Scholarships shall only be awarded to students proceeding from grade 12.

· Candidates must complete the application in full and provide all required information, documents and/or letters as specified below in order for their application to be considered.

· A successful candidate must have a high level of proficiency in a sport in the GVISAA.  Preference will be given to students that have played in two different GVISAA leagues as a Grade 11 or 12 student.  The candidate/s must also have a minimum of a “B” (73%) average in their school academics or IB equivalent, and demonstrate good citizenship, character, and leadership.

The following must accompany the application (Only send copies as originals will not be returned):

a. A letter from the Head of School certifying the candidate’s scholarship, character, and school citizenship.

b. A letter from a Coach indicating the candidate’s character, leadership and, in particular the candidate’s athletic ability.

c. A transcript of the candidate’s marks or a photocopy of the Permanent Record Card (PRC).  If neither is available, a typed copy of the PRC certified by the Principal’s signature will be accepted.  Current Term grades must be attached.

Application Process

Applications must be received by 5:00pm, May 20.

· Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted.

· Applications must be sent via email through by your Athletic Director
· All application materials will be destroyed and no information will be returned.

· Evaluations will be completed by the GVISAA Executive. 

· The successful candidate will be notified through their Athletic Director.
· Athletic Director need to put the entire application into a single PDF file and send it as ONE file.
